Requirements
Mac Fax is supported on the following operating systems (both PowerPC and Intel where applicable):

e MacO0S X 10.4 (Tiger)

Mac OS X 10.5 (Leopard)

Mac OS X 10.6 (Snow Leopard)
e Mac0SX10.7 (Lion)

e (0S X 10.8 (Mountain Lion)

Mac Fax also has the following system requirements:

e 512 MB RAM or more
e 2 MB of free disk space for installation
e Screen resolution of at least 800x600 or greater

Choosing an Installer

There are two installers available for Mac Fax — X4 and X7. The X4 installer should be used when
installing on Mac OS X 10.4, Mac OS X 10.5 and Mac OS X 10.6 platforms. For Mac OS X 10.7 or
newer, the X7 installer should be used instead.

Gatekeeper is a feature of Mac OS X 10.7 (and later) which prevents the installation of any
downloaded software which is not digitally signed, and also prevents the installation of downloaded
software that has been tampered with. Digitally signed installation packages are not compatible with
Mac OS X 10.4, so two separate installers are required for Mac Fax to support both earlier versions
of Mac OS X and the latest version.
